In the coming year the CVI will 
fund a completely new facility 
for the preparation of cellular 
vaccines for cancer. A rolling 
program of refurbishment will 
bring the upheaval of two 
laboratory moves in the coming 
year. The working environment for 
the staff will be greatly improved 
but there will be huge disruption 
to our ongoing research projects. 
Despite this we hope that 2008 
will see a revival of the clinical 
trial work and a continuation in 
research output.

Dendritic Cell Vaccine Trial for 
Malignant Melanoma

This trial has finished recruiting 
and we are gathering clinical and 
immunological data together which 
we hope to write up for publication 
in the next few months. Crucially, 
this work has resulted in some 
unexpectedly interesting results. 
Serum collected from patients on 
this trial has been used to develop 
a “biomarker” profile (i.e. a way of 
predicting which patients might 
respond to the vaccine and which 
will not). This is a very preliminary 
study and more work must be done 
to verify these results. However, 
should this result 
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be valid it will have far reaching 
consequences for dendritic cell 
vaccination and possibly other forms 
of immunotherapy. We have also 
discovered that serum from clinically 
responding patients contains a 
bias in the profile of antibody sub-
types (a very surprising result since 
dendritic cells do not stimulate 
antibody responses directly). This 
data, which we presented at the 
Bamberg international dendritic cell 
conference last year, may also be 
used to predict patient responses to 
vaccine at an earlier stage. 
Dendritic Cell Vaccine for 
Childhood Cancers 
In the last year there have been 
great problems associated with 
the running of clinical trials with 
the result that our program in 
paediatric sarcoma has been 
delayed. However, I am delighted 
to say that many of the issues, 
which previously prevented us 
from making progress, have now 
been overcome. 
Aldara/low dose il-2 for 
Metastatic Melanoma
Last year we reported the successful 
trial of a treatment using Aldara 
cream which had effects on 80% 
of superficial melanoma lesions and 
50% of subcutaneous lesions. Since 
then immunological data from this 
trial has been accumulated and 
has been accepted to the British 
Journal of Dermatology. The central 
finding is that Aldara seems to have 
a systemic effect and increases the 
numbers of a particular subset of 
circulating T cells (CD4 T cells) 
which are of an immunostimulatory 
type (they secrete IFNg). This 
therapy, while already making a 
difference in the clinic, may be open 
to improvement; we are currently 
looking at a possible combination 
to be used with Aldara which might 
result in a long-term “memory” T 
cell response. 

in Clinical Cancer Research. 
Studies carried out by consortium 
members have shown that there 
are clear benefits to DC vaccination, 
particularly in young people with 
fully resected disease. The CVI 
maintains a commitment to funding 
further trials in this area and has 
agreed to fund the St George’s part 
of a multi-centre trial using DCs in 
high grade glioma. Other consortium 
members have similar local funding 
arrangements which have committed 
to their part in the study, but it is 
clear that our contribution could not 
be made without the CVI funding for 
staff and consumables.

Prostate Cancer Vaccine
The start of this trial to use Onyvax-p 
in combination with chemotherapy 
has been delayed as we have been 
waiting for the current Onyvax trial 
to finish recruiting which has been 
slower than anticipated. 

Mycobacterium vaccae (M vaccae) 
in Malignant Melanoma 
This trial has been held up due to 
delays in SR Pharma producing and 
supplying us with GMP quality M 
vaccae. We understand this has now 
gone into production and we aim to 
start this trial shortly. 

Gamma-delta Cell Therapy for 
Melanoma

We have recently placed an 
application for funding with the 
Medical Research Council for a 
clinical trial which will test a novel 
cellular therapy in collaboration 
with Prof Bernhard Moser from 
Cardiff University. Gamma-delta 
cells are known to have anti-
tumour properties but there is now 
evidence that they have similar 
properties to dendritic cells and 
may stimulate T cell responses. 
The trial will involve the use of 
patients’ gamma-delta cells which 
will be cultured and stimulated 
and then reintroduced in the 
form of a vaccine. This trial is the 
first of its type and will provide 
an indication of the safety and 
efficacy of this novel vaccine. In 
parallel we intend to carry out a 
clinical trial to look at the effects of 
zometa and IL-2 (which are already 
used in cancer chemotherapy) on 
patients’ gamma-delta cells. We 
believe that this treatment results in 
expansion of gamma-delta cells in 
patient’s blood and we will look for 
correlations between the effects on 
gamma delta cells and the clinical 
response. While funding for this 
work may come from the MRC we 
still rely on funding from the CVI 
to provide staffing costs for these 
projects including technicians and 
research nurses.

Brain tumours

Over the last few years we have been 
involved in a European consortium 
which is seeking to do clinical trials 
with dendritic cells in high grade 
glioma (brain cancer) where there is 
a very real need in patients who are 
relapsing and for whom there are 
few other treatment options. The 
experience of the consortium, based 
on about 6 years of research and 
using several different DC protocols, 
has resulted in a recent publication 
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Research Update from Professor Dalgleish

In 1994 I found a large golf ball 
sized swelling under my right 
jawbone and was referred to an ENT 
specialist. Unable to identify the 
problem, I was asked to return in 
three months time. However, I did 

not feel right and within the month 
returned to my GP who organised a 
biopsy – I had malignant melanoma. 
Various options were discussed 
but I opted for radiotherapy alone 
and received a concentrated three 
week course. However, by April 
1996 the swelling re-appeared 
and I had an operation to remove 
the single offending lymph gland. 
By November the cancer had 
metastasised and I had no option 
but to have ‘block dissection’ 
surgery and a large amount of flesh 
and muscle was removed from my 
neck and shoulder. Amazingly and 
very fortunately the nerves to my 
face and arm were not severed so I 
was able to carry on as normal with 
work and all physical activities. 

In 1996, my wife saw a television 
programme outlining Professor 
Dalgleish’s research using Dr 
Morton’s vaccine from the USA. I 
managed to enrol for the trial but 
delays with accreditation meant 
that instead I received Interleukin 
injections to boost my immune 
system and regular vaccinations 
of Mycobacterium which I have 
been receiving ever since. The 
treatment had no side effects other 
than a ‘boil like’ manifestation at 
the vaccination site which was very 
minor and soon disappeared.
I did have a scare in October 2003 
when a scan picked up another 
suspect lymph gland but very 
fortunately another operation to 
remove it proved that it was not 

malignant.
In the meantime I have been 
able to lead a normal life. It is 
hard to say conclusively whether 
the radiotherapy and the radical 
surgery or the vaccinations have 
held the cancer at bay but I am 
eternally grateful to the surgeon, the 
radiotherapist and Professor Dalgleish 
involved in my treatment. I am also 
extraordinarily grateful to my family 
and friends who have provided so 
much encouragement and support.
I consider myself to have been 
extremely fortunate in being able 
to continue my life whereas others 
have passed away or suffered an 
irretrievable decline. The good work 
must continue so that many others 
may also reap the benefits.

The evening was a very special 
occasion and raised more than 
anybody dared hope for. We would 
particularly like to thank Harriet 
Parker and the committee members 
Milla Beeson, Eliza Miller, Caro 
Fleming, Jules Parker, Nicky Milner, 
Stephanie Powell, Charles Bingham- 
Newland and James Basset for all 
their hard work.

In March 2007 I ran for the second 
time the Marathon Des Sables 
which I had previously run and 
completed in 2005.   For those of 
you who do not know this is an 
endurance race of about 151 miles 
across the Sahara Desert in Morocco 
(made up of legs of 16, 21, 24, 
51, 26 & 14 miles) run over 6 
days which is the equivalent to just 
under 6 regular marathons back to 
back. You carrying everything you 
need for the duration (apart from 
water and a tent) in a backpack 
(food, cooking equipment, clothes, 
medical kit, and sleeping bag) 
which weighs around 30 lbs.  Mid-
day temperatures ranged up to 45 
degrees centigrade (in 2005 this 
got up to 52 degrees C) and the 
running is over uneven rocky, stony 
ground as well as 15–20% of the 
distance being in sand dunes.

It was perhaps at the end of the  
first day that I remembered why I 

had sworn to myself last time that I 
would never do this again but it is 
easy sitting in in England to forget 
the heat and terrible terrain and 
convince yourself to have another 
go. I was incredibly fortunate to 
be very generously supported by 
sponsors who contributed just over 
£23,000 to the Cancer Vaccine 
Institute and this was a great 
motivator for me. The course the 
second time was a lot more severe 
with more running over sand 
dunes and difficult ascents but a 
little shorter in terms of distance. I 
managed to improve my placing 
to an overall position of 210th 
from 406th in 2005 with an overall 
time of 34 hours 23 minutes and 
44 seconds (2005 - 46H08’23”) 
which has convinced me I don’t 
need to do it again! It is a wonderful 
experience and a great opportunity 
to enjoy the wonders of the desert 
whilst testing your endurance.

Last September the CVI together with 
the Eve Appeal organised its first 
ever dedicated overseas Adventure to 
trek along the Great Wall of China. 
Margaret Emberton, accompanied by 
her son Nic, took part in tribute to her 
late husband John and here describes 
her experience.

We trekked for six days on some of 
the more remote and un-restored 
parts of the wall. This vast manmade 
structure follows the highest peaks of 
the mountain range between China 
and Mongolia. The daily trek to the 
top of the wall could take up to three 
hours, often through scrub and forest. 
Once at the top the wall snakes its 
way in both directions and we were 
blessed with beautiful weather so that 
the views were spectacular. Of course 

it is impossible to talk about the wall 
without mentioning the steps. Steps, 
steps and more steps! 

For the first two days our party was 
outnumbered by “Hello People”; 
local villagers who scrape a living by 
accompanying trekkers and tourists, 
offering to carry rucksacks (but not 
ours!) and selling souvenirs. The 
frustration was that we were superbly 
kitted out with all the right gear. 
Boots; poles; back packs; hydration 
systems; sun hats. They scampered 
over the rocks and rubble like 
mountain goats with plastic carrier 
bags and little more than slippers.

Each night we stayed in local lodges. 
The dormitories threw us together 
with folk we did not know, but our 

common purpose soon bonded us 
together in a very special way. The 
plumbing was somewhat primitive 
and the beds were hard, but we were 
usually too tired to notice. The food 
was just amazing. Dish upon dish of 
scrumptious local food, we cannot 
recall having the same dish twice.

Reaching the highest point on 
the final trekking day was an 
emotional moment for us all with 
such an immense sense of personal 
achievement. 

The main reason that Nic and I took 
part in this amazing trek was for my 
husband - Nic’s Dad, John Emberton 
who recently died of melanoma. 

At fifty-nine he was very fit and active, 
a keen tennis player and avid surfer. 
When we first saw Professor Dalgleish 
the prognosis was bleak with only 5 
months life expectancy. With the care 
we received from Professor Dalgleish 
and his team; the love of family and 
friends; our faith and John’s positive 
attitude, he survived for fourteen 
precious months. Nic and I were 
privileged to have the opportunity 
to raise over £14,000 to help cancer 
vaccine research and raise awareness 
amongst all the friends who supported 
us and who loved John so dearly.
